History: This is a video visit. Ms. Maria Paula Castro tells me today she really wants to talk to me because she states she and her family went to Colorado over the holidays and returned on 01/02/2022. She states the whole family tested positive for COVID, but she was the only one who got worse with cough and congestion. She decided to go to Urgent Care at Scott & White Clinic where she was given some cough syrup and some albuterol inhaler. She was not advised of any antibiotics nor she was advised of monoclonal antibody infusion. Today, being 01/10/2022, which is almost eight days after she has had, she states initially her oxygenation was running 94%, but now today she states it is better like 96% and, on the video, she did not seem like she was that acutely ill or feels very congested. She is not running fever. I told her to continue taking her oxygen levels every day and her temperature every day, but it looks like as she is not improving with just symptomatic treatment, she will need some prednisone and a Z-PAK. The patient understands plan of treatment. She wants her medicines sent to Walgreens on Rock Prairie Road.
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
