History: Mr. Michael Bethancourt is a 70 plus-year-old white male who states he is running out of all the medications, all his blood pressure medicines. His medicine list reconciled. He has history of:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. BPH.
He takes tadalafil 5 mg a day and tamsulosin 0.4 mg for BPH and he is doing well. He states Dr. Mays had ordered a sleep study. He states he is never going to have sleep study at St. Joseph Hospital. He states he was very disappointed as to how they were doing and did not like it. They did notice that his heart rate does drop a little bit. Dr. Mays is aware of that, but as his heart rate was good, she did not want to make any changes. The patient does not have sleep apnea. So, he is happy about that. As he is doing well and his lab work was in July, we are going to see him in 2 to 3 months. He then discussed his problems with his wife who is going to have a back surgery and going to need both knee replacements done too and that she has colostomy after she lost control of her sphincter. He is going to be seen in the office in next two to three months.
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
