History: Mr. Scerra is accompanied by his wife. Mr. Scerra had three stents put in about couple of months ago and he was also given some Plavix 75 mg a day. He states he has had two episodes where he had some dark blood in the urine. He did go and see Dr. Mitchell and apparently the nurse practitioner of Dr. Mitchell, Lacy *_________* saw him. No changes were made. The patient is on aspirin as well as Plavix. He states today he had bright red bleeding first thing in the morning and he is concerned. It is painless though. He is concerned if his Plavix doing that. I discussed his medication list and determined that the patient can get off aspirin. I wrote notes to her attention and we faxed it today. As they had already known about blood in the urine and still continued it and as this was a frank bleeding today, I wanted to be sure that they were aware of this. I did send the patient for PSA, UA, CBC, and CMP. I may send him to the urologist. I will see him in the office in next three to four weeks. We will wait for a response of Ms. Neyland letting her know that they stopped the aspirin. I told the patient to go to the emergency room should he have bright red bleeding anywhere else. He has never had blood in his urine in the past or any problems with urethral bleeding or bleeding in his urine in his past. This was a lengthy complex visit with high-priority decision-making. I am going to see the patient in the office after his blood work is done.
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
