HEENT: She does have some erythema to her posterior pharynx as well as some exudate noted. Bilateral tympanic membranes are intact.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2, tachycardia.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT:
1. COVID positive.

PLAN: The patient did have a COVID swab done in the office as well as everybody in her family and unfortunately they did all come back positive. The patient will be given a script for amoxicillin due to her swelling to her throat. Mother will administer Motrin and Tylenol as needed over-the-counter for symptom relief.
