HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 74-year-old female presents to the clinic accompanied by her daughter who she lives with. Daughter states that she has a possible UTI. She is weaker than normal and more lethargic and she is having issue going to the restroom. She does have a history of frequent UTIs with the last UTI being in July.

ALLERGIES: NORCO and HYDROCODONE.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient’s family and placed in the chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Left breast cancer, Alzheimer’s and UTI.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left breast and right knee.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH or smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is appropriate for herself, well nourished, well groomed and obese.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 104/51. Heart rate 59. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 97.7. O2 sat 93%. We are unable to get her weight because she is wheelchair bound.

HEENT: Her mucous membranes are moist. Her pupils are PERL.

NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender except she has very mild tenderness to her suprapubic area. Denies CVA tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 3. Unable to check her gait since she is wheelchair bound.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Acute UTI.

PLAN: The patient does have some leukocytes and blood in her urine. We will go ahead and write her for a prescription of Cipro and give her a shot of Rocephin in the office for symptom relief. Daughter is encouraged to take the patient to the hospital for possible IV antibiotics if she has any worsening of condition. She will keep an eye on her vital signs, heart rate and temperature while at home. Daughter agreed with this plan of care and she was given an opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
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
