SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenk described she has been doing better. She is eating good and sleeping good. Does not have any problem with the medications. She does not have any panic attack. She was coherent and logical. She claimed that she is taking all her medications. She was very thankful for continuation, providing the care, and treatment. The patient was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no irritability and agitation. Judgment and insight is improved.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder with no panic attack. Compliance with the milieu, history of obesity, hypertension, and diabetes.

PLAN: Continue the Cymbalta 20 mg daily, Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime on p.r.n basis. A 30-days medication was ordered. Risk, benefit, side effect explained. The patient was further educated about the medications as it is a controlled substance and I would not like to continue for long time.
