The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Theresa described that she started feeling little better. Her hallucinations have reduced and the voices are not that intense. She is only taking Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg daily. She is working. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any paranoid delusion. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There was no irritability and agitation. The patient further educated about the medications and further explained that since lower dose of Prolixin is effective, I am not planning to increase the dose and if she has any time any voices or anything in a psychotic form she can always double the dose to which she has agreed. She denies any involuntary tremors or any dystonia or any stiffness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic, decrease in hallucinations and psychotic symptoms, improved mood and behavior. No involuntary tremors.

PLAN: Continue Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime, Benadryl 20 mg daily a 90-day supply of the medication was ordered.
