The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Joe described that he is doing well and feeling better, sleeping and eating good. He does not get angry as much and participates in the program. The care provider reported that Joe has been doing good and he is taking all his medications and compliance with milieu. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination. He was attentive and during the Christmas time he is supposed to go see his sister, but not able to go and stayed at home. The patient has been recovering from traumatic brain injury. No seizure activity was reported.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder secondary to traumatic brain injury due to automobile accident, seizure disorder.

PLAN: Continue the extensive behavioral therapy and physical therapy, occupational therapy, recreational therapy. I will continue on Trintellix 10 mg daily, Prolixin 1 mg b.i.d Latuda 40 mg at p.m. trazodone 100 mg daily. Risk, benefit and side effect explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
