The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri described that she is doing much better. Medication is working. She does not feel depressed or sad and she also indicated that she is not feeling tired or fatigue and feeling happy and also go to the Facebook without any problem. She claimed that she is more active. She is looking for the third shot of COVID vaccine. The patient was in a good mood and pleasant affect. Denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She has been compliant with the medications. Since the doses of Seroquel was reduced to 50 mg at bedtime, she is sleeping better and get up and would not feel drowsy in the morning. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically improving, improve her self-esteem since she is on therapy and improve her social interaction.

PLAN: Continue on Seroquel 50 mg at bedtime, Zoloft 50 mg in the morning, gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, Haldol 10 mg b.i.d, benztropine 100 mg b.i.d, a 30-day medications were ordered. The patient was explained the risk, benefits, and need for compliance and also encouraged that she should continue seeing her therapist to work on her problem of self-esteem to which she agreed. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
