The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been doing better. He is meeting with his parents. He is staying at home cooking and taking care of outdoor activity. He denies any depression, sadness, any paranoia and does not hear any voices. He is feeling better. He also getting a Prolixin shot of 25 mg intramuscularly every three weeks from the comprehensive counseling. He described that he got the prescription from the pharmacy and the medication from the pharmacy. He was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. The patient was further given insight and understanding for continuation of the treatment to which he has agreed. He denies any involuntary movement or any symtoms of dystonia or akathisia.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid making improvement.

PLAN: Continue Prolixin 25 mg intramuscularly every three weeks, Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime, Lamictal 50 mg twice a day, 30-day medications was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effect were explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days. The patient was encouraged that he should compliance with the treatment. Prognosis guarded.
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
