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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. The patient is a 54-year-old African American male who has an underlying disease that is diabetes mellitus. The patient has developed end-stage renal disease and was transplanted 11 years ago. The patient is immunosuppressed with the administration of tacrolimus 1.5 mg every day one in the morning and five in the evening and mycophenolate mofetil 500 mg; the patient is taking two tablets in the morning and one in the afternoon. The patient is feeling well. Evaluation of the laboratory workup that was done 12/30/2021, serum creatinine is 1.1 and the estimated GFR is 84. There is no evidence of activity in the urinary sediment. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. Diabetes mellitus that has been followed by Ms. Hannah Campbell. The patient has a hemoglobin A1 of 6.6.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Vitamin D deficiency that is treated with supplementation.

5. The patient has retinopathy and glaucoma history in the right eye with complete loss of the eyesight.

6. The patient continues with *__________* all over the body. Overall, the patient remains in the same body weight, with very stable condition, without any complications, good blood sugar control. Reevaluation in three months with laboratory workup.
