Dear Ms. Grove:

A followup for Tammy for renal transplant cadaveric type 2003 underlying Alport.  Mother participated of this encounter as Tammy has difficulty hearing as well as blind.  Minor seizure activity at the time of a dental procedure.  Nothing out of the ordinary.  Same seizure medications.  Same transplant medications.  No infection.  No cloudiness or blood.  Minor diarrhea occasionally.  No blood melena.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No chest pain or palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No recent falls.  She is vaccinated and booster to be done in February.  For low blood pressure has been on fludrocortisone and appears to be presently well controlled.  On treatment for secondary hyperparathyroidism with vitamin D 125, potassium replacement, seizure Keppra, Ativan as needed for migraines on Topamax, magnesium replacement, transplant medicine Tacro, prednisone, and Cellcept.

Physical Exam:  Blood pressure 124/83 and weight 302 pounds.  Mother states that she is comfortable without any distress.

Labs: The most recent chemistries kidney transplant creatinine 1.1, which is baseline.  Electrolyte and acid base is normal.  Tacro 4.5 and our goal is 4-8.  Minor increase of phosphorous.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Mild anemia 12.1.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan: 

1. Alport disease.

2. CKD stage III.

3. Cadaveric renal transplant 2003.

4. Blindness.

5. Deafness.

6. High-risk medications immunosuppressants.

7. Morbid obesity.

8. Tertiary hyperparathyroidism on treatment.

9. Seizure disorder on treatment.
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10. Migraine on treatment.

11. Chronic diarrhea minor.

12. Low blood pressure on treatment well response.

13. All issues discussed with the patient’s mother.  Come back on the next four to six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
