CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right ear pain and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right ear pain started a week ago and prior to that she had a nasal congestion started two weeks ago. The patient did not take any medication. She took only Tylenol 500 mg two or three times a day without any relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals redness of the tympanic membrane on the right ear; otherwise, nasal congestion is present bilaterally.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
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
