CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both feet swelling.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he sometimes sits for long hours, four to five hours with legs dangling and has noticed minimal swelling in the legs. The patient had a similar episode a few months ago. At that time, he had a proBNP and it was normal and kidney function was within normal limits.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any carotid bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: Trace of pedal edema on the feet. There is no calf tenderness or swelling. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
