History: Ms. Davenport is a 74-year-old pleasant white female who had a pelvic sling put on in 2008 and she states she feels real heavy like the sling has fallen down and gets recurrent urinary tract infections and she called The Women’s Center and they told her that they handle those kind of problems and the patient is going to make an appointment. She is on UnitedHealthcare, but as they are on the same plan she can go and see them and we will do the referral. The second thing is the patient states she does get diarrhea off and on. The patient has had colonoscopy. I suggested she has had colonoscopy and they have not found anything, we can give her some cholestyramine resin and see how she does. Today, she states she is concerned about urinary tract infection and frequency. Lab is given for her to get UA and urine for culture and sensitivity. She is allergic to sulfa. So, I am going to go head and give her some Keflex for 10 days, but I advised her not to start till she has given her urine specimen. The patient is also on DHEA and she states that has changed her life significantly. She has history of anxiety and depression and takes medications. She wanted to talk to a psychiatrist and I told her that she would have to call her insurance company to find out the psychiatrist who accepts her plan and she can go from there. So, several issues addressed.
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
