History: This is a list of problems of Diane Ebbole. Ms. Ebbole was diagnosed with triple negative infiltrating ductal carcinoma of the right breast. She had segmental mastectomy of the right breast. She received adjuvant chemotherapy six cycles and radiation therapy. She subsequently developed recurrence in the right breast. Pathology revealed this to be DCIS and underwent bilateral mastectomy in 2004. She had a genetic testing done and was positive for BRCA1 mutation and underwent a total abdominal hysterectomy with bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy in October 2004. Her mother had breast cancer, but then died of pancreatic cancer at age 60. Her son has Hodgkin’s lymphoma at age 14 and is a survivor. Her daughter carries the BRCA mutation. She was seen yearly at MD Anderson up until last year. She did develop neuropathy secondary to chemotherapy. She has seen Dr. Derbes recently and has put her on a low FODMAP diet. There is history of colon polyps. She has history of gastroesophageal reflux disease and Dr. Derbes recommended 40 mg of PPI daily. Carafate helped her, but she is not taking that now. She is due for surveillance colonoscopy this summer.
Her other problems are:

1. Depression.

2. Hypothyroidism.
Medications at home include:

1. Omeprazole 40 mg a day.

2. Levothyroxine 88 mcg a day.

3. Mirtazapine 15 mg at bedtime.

4. Alprazolam 0.25 mg as necessary.
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
