History: Ms. McCombs is a 95-year-old white female. She came for followup accompanied by her daughter-in-law. She states she saw the eye doctor and was told that she may have some vision problems and her cardiologist Dr. Colato decided to hold off the amiodarone because of the side effects of the eye; however, a month after stopping it, the patient started having atrial fibrillation again and, because of that reason, the patient restarted the amiodarone on her own and she states she is not going to stop it; if her vision gets bad, then she will think again. Right now, she has no vision problems.
Medications: Her medication list reconciled today. The patient is on:

1. Furosemide 20 mg every other day.

2. Lanoxin 125 mcg five days a week.

3. Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day.

4. Gabapentin 100 mg one to two tablets at bedtime.

5. Atorvastatin 10 mg a day.

6. Amiodarone 100 mg one in the morning.
So, I did an EKG because she stated that she had noticed that she could have had atrial fibrillation and the EKG showed sinus rhythm with generalized ST-T changes, at least the rhythm was sinus and the patient felt it after she restarted the amiodarone and the patient understands that. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
