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1. YH, this patient is a 34-year-old with positive COVID, admitted for observation, treated with antibiotics and steroids. The patient is now home, was very happy with her care.
2. AT, this patient is an 18-year-old, complained of heart irregularity. Full cardiac workup was done. No abnormality was found. The patient was referred to cardiologist. Good complete workup carried out.

3. KG, 35-year-old with COVID exposure, positive COVID. Not treated with any medications. The patient did not answer the phone.
4. TR, positive COVID noted. Had full workup including x-rays that was negative. Not treated with anything at age 3. Family was happy with the care and his temperature is already down.

5. DM, 9-year-old with positive COVID. No treatment given. Family was happy with the care. Doing better with Tylenol over-the-counter.

6. GT, 7-year-old with fever, sore throat, and cough. This patient actually had a white count of 20,000. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Treated with cefdinir, doing much better today. The white count was mentioned by Dr. Klein and the family was told to follow up with their pediatrician.

7. AL, 26-year-old with body ache and COVID exposure. COVID test was positive, but the patient left after he received the COVID test, did not wait for any paperwork and had the wrong phone number in the chart.
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
