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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of syncope, underwent a loop recorder implantation. The patient had two episodes of syncope during the period after the loop recorder implantation. Both episodes show the patient has long pauses up to 6 seconds. The patient stated that he has at least 10 times syncopal episodes in the past few months.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/76 mmHg, pulse rate 80, respirations 16, and weight is 173 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Syncope.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s syncope is secondary to neurocardiogenic. The patient has multiple long pauses associated with syncope. Discussed with the patient regarding permanent pacemaker implantation. Procedure risk and benefit discussed with the patient. Possible risks include but not limited to bleeding, hematoma, infection, perforation of the heart, and collapse of the lung.
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
