HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation and shortness of breath. The patient is here for followup. The patient is currently taking metoprolol. The patient’s recent echocardiogram showed ejection fraction 60-65% with a trace MR and TR. There is no significant structural heart disease. The patient also underwent a heart monitor that showed sinus rhythm with regular PACs and PVCs.

The findings of the echocardiogram and Holter study discussed with the patient. Since the patient is hemodynamically stable and palpitation is secondary to PACs and PVCs, the patient did not need any further cardiac evaluation at this time. I will follow the patient in 6 to 12 months or earlier if needed.
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
