HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation status post ablation, and sick sinus syndrome status post pacemaker implantation. The patient is here for followup. The patient is doing well. The patient’s pacemaker interrogation showed sinus rhythm. There are no episodes of atrial fibrillation.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Albuterol, atorvastatin, multivitamins, metoprolol 50 mg daily, olmesartan 40 mg daily, and Xarelto.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/77 mmHg, pulse rate 84, respirations 16, and weight is 128 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

The patient’s pacemaker is interrogated. Pacing threshold and sensing threshold are within normal limits. There is no atrial fibrillation.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: 
1. Atrial fibrillation status post ablation, maintained in normal sinus rhythm.
2. Sick sinus syndrome status post pacemaker implantation.

3. Hypertension, which is well controlled.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is hemodynamically stable. I will continue the patient’s present medical management and follow the patient in 3 to 6 months or earlier if needed.
