Dear Dr. Holmes:

This is a followup for Mr. Smythe with prior renal failure dialysis in relation to milk-alkali syndrome with severe hypercalcemia, he has improved to be off dialysis, but has advanced renal failure stage IV.  There is also background of diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit was in July.  He has followed, it is my understanding, University of Michigan, EGD, colonoscopy, has Barrett esophagus, but there is no evidence of dysplasia, he remains on treatment with Prilosec, benign polyps removed.  There is also evidence of gastroparesis.  He is presently on insulin Lantus and prior glipizide was discontinued.  He is not on sliding-scale insulin.  There has been no diagnosis of diabetic retinopathy, but he is due to see the eye doctor, has neuropathy, but presently no ulcers, no vomiting, dysphagia, has chronic diarrhea 1-2 times a week, but no bleeding.  Weight down few pounds, eating well.  No edema, claudication symptoms or discolor of the toes.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No smoking or alcohol.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight HCTZ, Norvasc for blood pressure, on cholesterol treatment, Prilosec as indicated above, Neurontin, insulin Lantus and Ozempic, on vitamin D 1,25 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease.
2. Prior milk-alkali syndrome with hypercalcemia and renal failure, was on dialysis.
3. Blood pressure appears to be in the office well controlled, he needs to check it at home.
4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on treatment.
5. Diabetes as indicated above.
6. Peripheral neuropathy.
7. Barrett esophagus without dysplasia.
8. Open AV fistula on the left upper extremity without compromise of the hand, stealing syndrome.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.
9. Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
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10. No anemia.
11. Normal white blood cells and platelets.
12. GFR 29 to stage IV, stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
