CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cyst in the right axilla.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed a small cyst on the right axilla two days ago and it is not painful. He had infected sebaceous cyst in the left axilla, which has healed very much. The patient is not taking antibiotic anymore.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, or chills.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Examination of the right axilla reveals more cystic lesion consistent with sebaceous cyst.
