CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high fasting blood glucose and minimal blood in the nose.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his blood sugar in the fasting state is ranging from 130 to 150 mg/dL and today his blood sugar has been stable.
The patient has noted blood in the nasal secretion two days ago and it stopped. He has dryness of nose sometimes and similar problem last year.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant dryness or discharge or bleeding in the nostrils.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
