CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and end-stage renal disease.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her blood pressure lately has been high and she has cut down salt intake. She denied any chest pain or shortness of breath and she is not under any stress.
The patient came today as a followup for end-stage renal disease and she is on hemodialysis three times a week.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
