This was a telehealth visit.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Accidental fall, back pain, and right and left low rib pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was walking on the sidewalk near home and he slipped on ice and fell backward resulting in pain in the upper back and also both low ribs. Granddaughter was right there and she helped the patient to get up. He did not pass out and he did not hit his head. The paramedics were not called. The patient went back home, took Tylenol 500 mg every six hours and within 24 hours the patient started having more pain and then called me. The patient has no difficulty breathing. He does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath. The patient denied any swelling of the calves.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 75 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on metformin 500 mg twice a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 100 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
All other medications are also reviewed and reconciled.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.

OBJECTIVE: Objective exam could not be done because of Corona pandemic.

I had a long discussion with granddaughter regarding treatment plan and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction. They verbalized full understanding.
