CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after a fall, pain in the right shoulder, and followup for atypical chest pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated he slipped on ice last week injuring his right shoulder. The patient did not pass out. There was no injury to head. After that the patient used over-the-counter pain medication without much relief. He stated that pain is worse in doing the work, but it is manageable. The patient never fell down in the past or had shoulder pain.

The patient came today as a followup for sharp chest pain. Insurance did not approve the stress echo test. The patient stated that he does not have any sharp chest pain and he does not have any shortness of breath or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia. He is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day.

The patient also has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan plus hydrochlorothiazide 100/25 mg once daily along with low-salt diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. He has three children. The patient works a full-time job and part-time job. Full-time job is in a fast food restaurant. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to infection or allergies, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or excessive weight gain.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable without any bruising.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
CHEST: Symmetrical without any tenderness. There is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
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EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.

Right shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the shoulder joint and there is swelling, but there are no bruises. Range of movement of the shoulder is reduced due to pain. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
