REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A 12-point review of systems is negative. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision and hearing changes or bleeding.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: HEENT: Benign. Neck: Supple. No JVD noted. Lungs: Clear to auscultation bilaterally. Chest: Rises even and symmetrical. Cardiovascular: Regular rate. Regular rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No clicks, rubs, or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Nondistended. Bowel sounds present x4. Neuro: Grossly nonfocal. Derm: Shows no suspicious lesions. 
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Obese female. Continue diet control.

2. Status post recent lower extremity cellulitis with chronic venous insufficiency, improving.

3. COPD. Continue current medications.

4. Essential hypertension. 
5. Seizure disorder.

6. Diastolic CHF.
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
