SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 65-year-old gentleman with no significant past medical history. He started having symptoms three days ago was skiing in Colorado with body aches with fever up to 101, chills, diarrhea, some cough and some congestion but not much. He just feel tired and not feeling any better. He tested today positive for COVID-19 with home test.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Include multiple surgeries knee replacement surgery x2, hernia repair x2, Achilles tendon repair, and arthroscopy surgery.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. He drinks alcohol one to two glasses of wines per day. No drug use. He is a retired oil and gas worker.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died from breast cancer. Father had COPD and both had coronary artery disease. He weighs 175 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Acute SARS CoV-2/COVID-19 syndrome. The patient will be treated with the following regimen:

1. Ivermectin 30 mg daily for five days.

2. Hydroxychloroquine 200 mg p.o. b.i.d. for one week.

3. Azithromycin 500 mg daily for five days.

4. Dexamethasone 6 mg daily for seven days.

5. Nystatin gargle and swallow four times daily for one week.

6. Vitamin C 1000 mg daily.
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7. Vitamin D3 5000 units daily.

8. Zinc 50 mg daily.

9. Aspirin 325 mg daily with meals.

10. Famotidine 40 mg daily.

The patient was advised that both ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine are not FDA approved to treat COVID-19 and they are being used here as off label use. He is aware of the risks and the benefits and he understands and wishes to proceed.

The patient is going to call my office in 48-hours if there is no improvement or if there are new symptoms develop.
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
