PATIENT NAME: Boggs, Ella

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/12/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had cough and chest congestion and she had called our office and we had ordered Z-PAK on January 6, 2022. The patient fell at home and she was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from January 7 to January 10, 2022. Her discharge diagnosis was fracture of the right pelvis that is superior pubic ramus and inferior pubic ramus and COVID-19 infection. The patient’s chest x-ray did not show any definite pneumonia but she had bronchitis from COVID-19 pneumonia. The patient was given oxygen at the time of discharge, but her oxygen saturation is now 98% in room air and patient’s family want oxygen discontinued. She has a dry cough.

PLAN: The patient will take Zithromax 250 mg two daily for two days. Zithromax was left after the Z-PAK we ordered before and she had only taken first day dose. The patient will follow up with Dr. Freyder for fracture pelvis and she has appointment already. The patient will be follow by home health agency for home health and physical therapy. Tessalon Perles 100 mg three times a day p.r.n. for cough were ordered. We also give samples of Trelegy Ellipta inhaler. The patient will be seen again in three months. The patient did not want to take COVID-19 vaccination.
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
