HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 70-year-old Hispanic male. The patient was being followed at Texas Tech Clinic. The patient has history of hypertension for last three years. He also has diabetes mellitus type II and hyperlipidemia for last three years and these conditions are stable.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Hypertension for last three years, diabetes mellitus type II, and hyperlipidemia for last three years.

MEDICATION: Lisinopril 20 mg daily, simvastatin 40 mg daily, metformin 1000 mg twice a day, and aspirin 81 mg daily.

PLAN: The patient will be referred to Permian Gastroenterology for screening colonoscopy. Influenza vaccine was given today. The patient’s medical records were reviewed. His MRI of brain had shown large left cerebellar infarct from occlusion of proximal vertebral artery on June 22, 2015 and he is taking aspirin 81 mg daily. Simvastatin was discontinued and in place of that we ordered atorvastatin 40 mg daily. The patient will continue lisinopril 20 mg daily. Metformin was change to metformin ER 500 mg, two tablets daily and depending on his A1c we will adjust the doses. He will be seen again in three and half months.
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
