PHAM, MAI
Ms. Pham is a 68-year-old woman, recently placed on hospice with non-small cell carcinoma, adenocarcinoma EGFR-mutated deletion 19, diagnosed in 2019 with multiple metastatic sites.

The patient since has been placed on hospice, has had increased pain in the area of back and shoulder requiring pain medication around the clock.

The patient is sleeping 12 to 18 hours a day. She has severe protein-calorie malnutrition. She is not eating very much. She demonstrated weight loss and is total ADL dependent.

The patient is now bed bound and it is important to mention that she has had both radiation and chemotherapy in the past and exhausted all treatment options at this time. Her last albumin was around 3.0. Her last PET scan showed multiple metastatic sites including the hilum, intrapulmonary lymph nodes, left lung, as well as in the area of the infraclavicular region and abdominal cavity.

Given the patient’s clinical findings, she is very appropriate for hospice and expected to live less than six months.
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
