ZAFFT, _________
It is time to recertify Ms. Zafft. This is an 80-year-old woman with history of lymphoma for hospice care.
Since last recertification, the patient has had increased shortness of breath, has required increased oxygen, has been sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day, has had very little appetite, has lost about 7 pounds, and has a total ADL dependency on her caretaker.

The patient has most severe decline in her nutritional status and 5-pound weight loss since last recertification.

She is requiring oxygen at high flow to keep her comfortable and requiring around the clock lorazepam and morphine to keep her pain under control.

She has minimal appetite. She is expected to do poorly. Given her nutritional status and her overall history of lymphoma with subsequent advanced metastatic disease, this frail 80-year-old woman is expected to live less than six months. She remains hospice appropriate. Recertification is completed today.
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
