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1. KS, 35-year-old woman seen with sore throat. Strep negative. Flu negative. COVID test was not done. We spoke about this. There was no COVID testing available, so treated with Z-PAK, Mucinex D. The patient was very appreciative.

2. DN, 76-year-old woman seen with weakness, tiredness, lightheadedness, and low-grade temperature. The patient had a complete workup, found to be anemic, H&H 10 and 31. She was sent home with Klonopin. Of course, COVID should have been done but no test available. Observation may have been in order just because of her age, but her vitals were stable. Cardiac enzymes were negative initially. She stated that she felt better before she was discharged. When I called the patient, she did not answer her phone. We will try to contact the patient later.

3. CR, 33-year-old gentleman, came in with earache, cough, congestion, URI symptoms. He was upset that no COVID testing was done till I explained to him it was because there was none available. He was diagnosed with sinus infection, treated with Augmentin, was happy with Dr. Durairaj.
4. MC, 70-year-old with status post fall the patient sustained, complaining of arm pain, shoulder pain. X-rays were negative, was sent home with musculoskeletal injury and treated with antiinflammatory and was very happy with the care.
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
