Mr. Ingles was seen regarding diabetes mellitus type II, dementia, hypertension, gout, atrial fibrillation, osteoarthritis of the knees, chronic atrial fibrillation, and stroke etc.

HISTORY: Mr. Ingles is on hospice. He feels overwhelmed and denied major symptoms. The only symptom he had was a sore throat. There is no cough or dyspnea and there is no GI or GU symptoms including no dysuria, and no diarrhea. He denies any alternation of taste or smell. He has diabetes mellitus. He denies polyuria and polydipsia and staff states it is reasonably controlled. He has history of atrial fibrillation as well as cerebrovascular disease and that is why he is on warfarin. He is not too bothered by osteoarthritis of the knees. He has significant dementia likely vascular.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea abdominal pain, diarrhea or bleeding, dysuria or rashes or other major symptoms. There is a bit of *__________* that is not too bothersome or too bad.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/86, pulse 84, respiratory rate 16, O2 saturation 97%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Ears normal on inspection. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular; Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Musculoskeletal: He walks with a walker and demonstrated that today.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Ingles had a stroke and having vascular dementia. He is under hospice care.

2. His hypertension is controlled with lisinopril 30 mg daily.

3. His seizures are stable with Keppra 500 mg b.i.d.

4. He is on allopurinol for gout prevention.

5. For atrial fibrillation he is on Cardizem CD 30 mg daily for rate control along with metoprolol 50 mg twice a day and is on warfarin for stroke prophylaxis. His diabetes is treated with Basaglar 30 units nighty. He is on prochlorperazine 10 mg every six hours as needed for nausea and he has Haldol as needed for behaviors. He is on Roxanol for pain.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
