Mr. Woodcock was seen regarding history of stroke, seizure disorder, presence of artificial hip and prostatic hypertrophy.

History: Mr. Woodcock had a stroke and he has significant left-sided weakness mainly in his upper extremity, which is paralyzed. He can walk with hemi-walker using his right hand. He has been stable lately. He has a history of seizure stable with Lamictal and Keppra. No recent seizures are recorded. He has prostatic hypertrophy and he sees the urologist and is planning on cystoscopy and he has urology appointment. He does have constipation for which he uses Colace 100 mg daily. He last had fever about a year ago and *__________* since then.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, fever, diarrhea, bleeding, but he does have constipation at times.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. He has left hemiplegia mainly with upper extremity. He can walk though with hemi-walker with right hand. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/58, pulse 68, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 98.2%. Head & Neck: Oral mucosa normal. Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Ears normal. Neck is supple. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No significant edema. Abdomen: Nontender. CNS: Left hemiplegia, there is a left foot drop and left arm weakness, but he can walk with hemi walker.

Assessment/plan:
1. He has had a stroke, which is baseline and I will continue simvastatin 20 mg daily.

2. He has seizure history stable with Lamictal 150 mg twice a day with levothyroxine 1500 mg twice a day.

3. He has benign prostatic hypertrophy treated with simvastatin 20 mg daily.

4. He has history of depression stable with sertraline 50 mg daily.

5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
