CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of upper back pain and left rib pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a chest x-ray and it showed incidentally degenerative changes of the thoracic spine and lungs were clear. The patient stated that upper back pain is on and off and the pain level is 3 to 4. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities. The patient also complained of left-sided lower ribs have been hurting for the past month and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is worse upon exertion and relieved after resting. The patient has no accidental fall and there are no skin lesions.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chills, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling, calf swelling or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals mild tenderness of the upper back. There is no significant deformity noted. Range of movement of the upper extremities is unremarkable.
Examination of the lower ribs on the left side reveals tenderness of the rib #6 or 7 and mostly on the midaxillary line. There is no fascicular lesion on the skin or redness.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact without any focal deficit.
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
