CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of varicose veins of the right leg, superficial wound of the leg distally and tingling of the right leg.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had rashes on the right leg just above the ankle and she uses over-the-counter medication without any relief. Also there is no active bleeding or pus formation.
The patient also noticed varicose veins in the right leg and lately she has numbness and tingling of the right leg.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling or tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:

EXTREMITIES: Right leg examination reveals excoriation of the skin and open wounds. They are all superficial without any active bleeding or pus in the distal part of the right leg. Also there are prominent veins in the right leg below the knee. Left leg is unremarkable.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGIC: Psychologically the patient appears stable and has a normal affect.
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
