SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 53-year-old white female who is being seen for COVID-19 syndrome. She started having symptoms of fever, chills, congestion, body aches, and not feeling well. Around five to six days ago, she contacted her primary care physician who gave her albuterol and she is on DayQuil and NyQuil. She is taking vitamin D, C, and zinc, but she is not improving. She still has congestion. She had cough and not feeling well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Include knee surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had three kids. No smoking. Social alcohol use. No drug use. She works in mortgage business.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Acute SARS CoV-2 infection/COVID-19 syndrome. The patient will have her regimen adjusted and will start her on ivermectin 24 mg daily for five days, hydroxychloroquine 200 mg p.o. b.i.d. for one week, azithromycin 500 mg daily for five days, dexamethasone 6 mg daily for one week, nystatin gargle and swallow four times a day for one week, Bromfed DM as needed for congestion and cough. The patient was advised to add to her regimen famotidine 40 mg daily, aspirin 325 mg daily with meals, continue vitamin D 5000 units daily, vitamin C 1000 mg daily, and zinc 50 mg daily and use albuterol as needed.
