PATIENT NAME: Mitchell, Randy

DATE OF SERVICE: 01/13/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. The patient did not bring his medicines. The patient has lost 8.5 pounds in last six months. He has a history of smoking. He currently smokes half packet of cigarette per day, but he has smoked for many years up to one packet or more per day. The patient refuses his CT scan of the chest for lung cancer screening. The patient said he had a CT scan of the chest few years ago.

PLAN: The patient does not want colonoscopy at present. He says he will let us know at next visit. He has a cough and chest congestion from acute bronchitis. Levaquin 500 mg daily was added. He will come for blood test in next one or two weeks. He will be seen again in three months. He is advised to bring all his medicines at next visit. He complains of dizziness at times and we advised him to discontinue amlodipine if he is not taking amlodipine he can discontinue tamsulosin. His blood pressure is 103/65 today and he needs to stop amlodipine and/or Flomax.
