History: Mr. Williams is an elderly African American male with history of severe Parkinson’s, sees a doctor at Scott & White for the Parkinson’s. They recently added a new medication. His med list reconciled. He does take lorazepam one at bedtime. Texas PMP checked. He is not due for refill, but since he is here we will give him the prescription and he is not going to get it refilled till it is his time. He states the neurologist wanted to do MRI of the back because of his back pain. He states he is not thinking of any surgery. His medication list reconciled. He does have leg cramps. He does have parkinsonian movement of his upper extremities and his gait suggestive of Parkinson’s. The patient has had chronic back pain for years and I do not think he will be a candidate for any kind of surgery. If there is lot of nerve entrapment, he may benefit from a steroid shot in the back instead of going through a nerve surgery and the patient understands that.
