The patient received lot of radiation therapy. The patient has a colostomy. The patient has now adjusted her lifestyle to this colostomy. Overall, she is doing well, has gained weight. She states her 69-year-old sister passed away; had non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma, uterine cancer, breast cancer and thyroid cancer. Her mother 92 who was extremely active tried to jump over a baby gate, her leg got caught and she sustained a hip fracture and they kind of considering her age just patched up the hip and now she is not walking well and she is upset. So, this is new in her family history. Her colostomy wound look good. She states her both hips hurt. She had an eye exam done and she states she has been put on cataract surveillance. She does not have any kind of retinopathy. Her med list reconciled. Her sugar was 129.

Physical Examination:
General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, in no acute distress. Ms. Wiedi is using a cane for ambulation.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. Colostomy in place.
The Patient’s Problems: The patient has:

1. Bilateral hip pain, left hip more than right hip.

2. History of colostomy.

3. History of anal cancer.
She has followup appointments with Scott Goble. She is ordered some x-rays of both the hips. She is going to be seen in the office in first week of February.
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
