History: Ms. Woest is a 73-year-old white female. She states she had made arrangements for her to be going to Cozumel on a cruise, but then she decided not to go. She states she ran out of her diabetes medicines and wanted refill of her metformin, which will be done. She also stated that her daughter wants her to get a handicap sticker and I advised that we will have to give her temporary handicap sticker at this time instead of permanent and she understands that. I examined her lungs, heart and chest and the patient had some inspiratory and expiratory rhonchi. I at that time decided to ask her about her smoking history; somehow, my staff had noticed that she did not smoke, but taking proper history, the patient has been smoking one pack of cigarettes a day since she was 34 years old and I told her I am concerned about her smoking history and the reactive airway disease she has. She definitely needs pulmonary function tests. She also needed a chest x-ray. The patient states she understands that. She states she is busy at this time, but will get it done in February. I gave her a lab slip today to do a comprehensive metabolic panel, CBC, A1c, and microalbumin in urine and a urinalysis. Prescription for handicap sticker is given to the patient. I encouraged the patient to stop smoking. She did not want any treatment about her cough or wheezing today. She is going to get the blood work. I told her we do need PFTs with and without bronchodilators as well as a chest x-ray in view of this long-term smoking. The patient understands that.
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
