Mr. Wilson states he was in Lubbock. He is a construction superintendent. He was in Lubbock two years and then he has moved to The Woodlands and now he has an office here and is working here and he has run out of his Adderall. He states to tell his story he states when he was in college his grade GPA was 2.0. He states he was always sleepy and one of the doctors decided he had ADD and got him some medicine and on his MBA his grade point was 4.0 and he states he has been on Adderall since. I asked the patient as to when he got the medicine last. We did the Texas PMP and checked out. The patient’s last fill was on 12/28/2021 and he states because he had run out of the medicine, the pharmacy just decided to give him a few days’ medicine till he saw another physician. He states he had made an appointment with Dr. Dranetz and Dr. Dranetz stated he does not want to get in to the special need prescriptions, so he saw him, he did not want to give him any other medication, so he decided to come down here. I felt taking further history that the patient has a doctor named Dr. Diaz in The Woodlands and he is undergoing workup for cholesterol and elevated PSA through his primary care physician Dr. Luis Diaz, so there is no reason for him to have two or three different PCPs. It is good if he sees Dr. Mahesh Dave, the psychiatrist. I told him our office policy of doing prescriptions for Adderall that he will have to come for a computerized CNSVS testing. I reviewed his labs; his cholesterol is high, his PSA is very high and he is just getting started on the medication. Also, when he gave me the phone to look at his medicines as to when he got filled the medicine, it looks like the patient had problem with acute bronchitis and was given cefdinir and some medicines for decongestion.
The patient’s other medicines at home include:

1. Tranxene 15 mg at night.

2. Celexa 40 mg a day.
3. He is on Adderall XR 25 mg in the morning and Adderall XR 20 mg at 1 p.m.
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I examined the patient, took an extensive history and, as he is completely running out of his medicines, he had borrowed even some medicines from one of his friends, I decided that I have taken enough history that I feel comfortable knowing his situation that I can give him 30-day prescription for Adderall and he will schedule an appointment for tomorrow or next week for CNSVS and, after that, he will make an appointment to see Dr. Mahesh Dave.

The Patient’s Diagnoses:

1. Anxiety.

2. Attention deficit disorder.
He also tells me that he had a whole sleep study done in The Woodlands recently and he was found to have mild sleep apnea and was given a CPAP, but he has not started that prescription, so I told him that I will not be able to see him after today’s visit as he already has a PCP and is undergoing workup in The Woodlands, but once he finishes the CNSVS, he will be referred to Dr. Mahesh Dave for further care.
