HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of ischemic cardiomyopathy and ventricular tachycardia status post defibrillator implantation. The patient is here for followup. CLINICAL IMPRESSION:

2. Chronic atrial fibrillation on anticoagulation.
