Mrs. Booth is a 78-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, vitamin D deficiency and hematuria. The patient’s labs were reviewed and her latest thyroid lab from 10/19/2021 was a TSH of 7.67. The patient denies any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or constipation. She reports some heat intolerance. She denies any cold intolerance. She denies any changes in her hair, skin or nails. For breakfast, she usually eats a boiled egg or pancakes and bacon. She snacks on fruit and cereal. She usually eats about twice a day.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, at this point, the patient is currently on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily. Her TSH back in October 2021 was 7.67. I would like to get a current baseline thyroid function panel in order to assess the need for any changes to her thyroid supplementation.

2. I will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her GERD, she currently takes omeprazole 20 mg daily.
