CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and right ankle chronic rashes and burning of feet.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has skin irritation on the right ankle. It has been there for many years. It comes and goes and he uses over-the-counter medication with some relief. There is no bleeding.

The patient has burning feet without any dry mouth or high sugar.
