CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of shortness of breath upon exertion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had cough and upper respiratory infection and the patient had a COVID test, which was normal. The patient was started on azithromycin 500 mg one tablet once a day for three days and today is second day of antibiotic.

OBJECTIVE:

HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.
