This is a history and physical examination on Mahendra Kumar Patel.

This 67-year-old Asian male does not smoke or drinks. Denies any allergies. He is here for checkup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been fairly healthy about two years ago. He had chest pain following which evaluation showed some narrowing so he has two stents in the coronary artery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on lisinopril 5 mg daily, metoprolol 50 mg daily, atorvastatin 40 mg daily, and aspirin 81 mg.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: Very pleasant 67-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5’9 inch tall, weighing 131 pounds, and blood pressure 127/69.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: Coronary artery disease stable.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will continue current medications. Draw the blood for CBC, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, lipids, and PSA once available will make further recommendation.
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
