Barbara is a 72-year-old female who I have been seeing for last nine years. Today, she came to the office with history of have sustained a fall yesterday afternoon where she hit her forehead to the concrete in the garage and she had bleeding right then because of a cut. She did not lose consciousness. She did not have headache. She still does not have headache and really no CNS symptoms, but she is here for checkup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of diabetes for last 15 to 20 years also hypertension. She is on metformin 1000 mg twice daily. She is also on Lantus 30 units once daily. She has been doing well on that. Her last A1c was 7.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 72-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5’2 inch tall, weighing 149 pounds, and blood pressure 181/81.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. There is a cut over the forehead, which has stopped bleeding. There is no hematoma.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

CNS: Her functions are good. No physical or sensory deficits.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Recent injury over the forehead with a cut.

2. History of diabetes and hypertension.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient was with her daughter both were told to keep an eye on any change in sensorium, any headache, nausea, vomiting, or anything unusual they need to call me and go to emergency room.
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
